They 
had to flee seek protection on the 
Big Island from the censure and 
wrath of Kahekili, the King of Maui 
and brother of Namahana’s dead 
husband Kamehamehanui, who 
was outraged. Their daughter, the 
future Queen Kaahumanu was 
born to Namahana and 
Keeaumoku Papaiaheahe in a 
cave during the time the fleeing 
couple were in hiding from the 
pursuing Kahekili.

Also the wife and half-sister of Keawe, King of 
Hawaii. Wife of Lonohohuakini, King of Maui. 
And other. She is mother of many kings.
